Reflection 
On Palm Sunday we begin standing outside the church, poised and ready to go in. Palm Sunday invites us to stand at a 

threshold. We find ourselves with the crowd at the gates of Jerusalem, waving palms, full of hope and expectation. It is a service 
which leads us from celebration towards the shadow of the cross. 

Thresholds are places of decision. They are not comfortable resting points, but spaces of movement and change. On this day, 
Jesus crosses into the city not with power as the world understands it, but with humility, peace, and love: riding on a donkey amidst 
cheering crowds.  

Of course, we’ll all get a palm cross to hold up and take home with us across the threshold of our own homes. Our palm crosses 
are a reminder of this important day in the calendar of the church and it is good that we keep them somewhere safe and visible 
throughout the year: look after your cross! They should remind us of the invitation to cross a threshold and walk with Christ, trusting 
that beyond the cross lies new life.
